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English: Summary of the programme:

The National Testing Service—India (NTS-I), Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL), Mysuru,
in collaboration with the State Council of Educational Research and Training (SCERT), Tripura,
organized a 3-day training-cum-workshop on Testing & Evaluation and Item Writing in the Bengali
Language in the light of NEP-2020, from 28 April 2026 to 30 April 2026.

This programme was organized for Post Graduate school teachers working in various parts of the state
of Tripura. The programme was conducted in the SCERT campus in Agartala.

The inaugural ceremony of the training workshop was held on 28.04.2026 at 10:30 AM in the
auditorium of the SCERT campus in Agartala.

During the inaugural session, Sri Sagar Debbarma delivered the welcome address. He warmly
welcomed the experts, resource persons, and participating teachers present in the programme. He




stated that understanding the scientific approach to testing and evaluation in the teaching of Bengali
language would be extremely useful for teachers.

Dr. Pankaj Dwivedi, Assistant Director of CIIL and Officer in Charge of NTS-I, participated in the
programme through online mode and clearly explained the objectives of the training programme. He
stated that, in the light of the National Education Policy-2020, the modernization of testing and
evaluation processes in language education is essential. Therefore, this workshop was organized to
help teachers understand quality question construction, learning-outcome-based evaluation, and skill-
based assessment methods.

After the inaugural ceremony, the academic sessions commenced according to the scheduled
programme.

On the first day, the first academic session was conducted on the topic “How to Teach Language and
Literature in a Classroom.” This session was conducted by Shriganesh Devaru Bhat. In this session,
effective methods of teaching language and literature in classroom situations were discussed.

The second session of the first day was conducted by Dr. Buddhadev Biswas on the topic “Basic
Concepts of Testing and Evaluation.” In this session, he explained the fundamental principles of
testing and evaluation, the difference between them, and their importance in the teaching-learning
process.

Curriculum Framework-2023, their educational significance, and their impact on language education.

After the tea break, the second session was conducted by Dr. Rajesh Chatterjee on the topic “The Role
of Native Language in Teaching (with reference to NEP-2020).” In this session, he emphasized the
importance of the mother tongue in the teaching-learning process.

After lunch, the third session was conducted by Dr. Banashree Chakraborty on the topic “Perspectives
of the Classical Bengali Language and Culture.” She discussed the rich heritage of Bengali language
and culture and explained its literary and educational significance.

The fourth session of the second day was conducted by Dr. Buddhadev Biswas on the topic
“Integrating Al in the Classroom.” In this session, he explained in detail how artificial intelligence
