Regional Language(Tamil):
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English: Summary of the programme:

The National Testing Service-India (NTS-I) of the Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL),
Mysuru organized a six-day training-cum-workshop on Testing and Evaluation and Item Writing
Practice in Tamil (Hybrid Mode), in collaboration with the Vellalar College of Education, Maruthi
Nagar, Thindal, Erode, Tamil Nadu.

On the morning of Wednesday, 18th December 2024, the inaugural ceremony of the training-cum-
workshop was held at the Air-Conditioned Auditorium of Vellalar College of Education, Thindal,
Erode. Mrs. M. Kavitha, Assistant Professor at the college, extended a warm welcome to the guests

and participants, setting an enthusiastic and positive tone for the event.

Dr. L. R. Prem Kumar, Lecturer-cum-Junior Research Officer (LJRO) at the Central Institute of
Indian Languages (CIIL) and Coordinator of the current workshop, delivered the inaugural address.
In his speech, he outlined the key objectives of the ongoing training-cum-workshop. Dr. Prem
Kumar emphasised the critical role of testing and evaluation in the teaching-learning process,
underscoring their impact on enhancing educational outcomes. Further he urged educators to foster a
supportive and inclusive learning environment, advocating for a student-centered approach in the
classroom. Dr. Prem Kumar encouraged teachers to design engaging and effective activities that
enable students to grasp the curriculum more deeply.

Prof. V. Renugadevi, formerly of the Department of Linguistics at Madurai Kamaraj University,
delivered the keynote address during the inaugural session of the workshop. In her speech, she
emphasized that a good evaluator is also a great mentor. As mentors, teachers can help students
identify their challenges and provide practical tips to overcome them. She accentuated the teaching
community to collaborate and share ideas for improving research, training programs, and fieldwork

strategies under NTS-I. Prof. Renugadevi also highlighted that the present workshop would




familiarize participants with the tools and techniques developed by NTS-I, which are highly
objective. This would enhance their understanding of testing and evaluation, enabling them to

evaluate more effectively and impartially.

In her felicitation address, Prof. T. Malliga, Principal of Vellalar College of Education, Thindal,
Erode, encouraged the participants to consistently integrate the workshop's insights into their
teaching practices. Prof. Malliga further urged participants to seize this valuable opportunity to
refine their professional skills in testing and evaluation, thereby contributing to the overall

development of the teaching-learning process.

After this, Dr. R. Shakunthala, Resource Person (Academic), NTS-I, delivered the vote of thanks to
the guests and participants. Prof. M. Arunasalam, Dr. Ar. Muthukkaruppan, Mr. N. Kashyap, Dr.
Murali Mohana N., and Dr. N. Sridhar, Associate Professor at Vellalar College of Education,
Thindal, Erode, and the Local Coordinator of this six-day workshop, were also present on the dais

during this inaugural occasion.

In the first session after the inaugural ceremony of the workshop, Prof. M. Arunasalam, Vellalar
College of Education gave a presentation on Taxonomy of Educational Objectives. In the second
session held after the lunch break, Prof. V. Renugadevi, Professor of Linguistics (Retd.), Maduarai
Kamaraj University, delivered her lecture on “Aspects of Language with reference to General Frame
of Reference (GFR)”. In the concluding session of the first day, Mrs. M. Kavitha (Assistant
Professor, Vellalar College of Education) presented a thought-provoking lecture on the “Tamil

literature Aspects within the framework of GFR”.

On the second day, i.e., on Thursday, December 19th, at 10 a.m., Dr. M. Sridhar, Associate
Professor, Vellalar College of Education and the local coordinator for the present training cum
workshop led a session focused on item types, covering subjective categories. Then in the second
session of the day a lecture on the Basic concepts of Testing and Evaluation was handled by Dr. R.
Shakunthala. Following the lunch break, Dr. AR. Muthukaruppan, delivered a lecture session which
focused on item types, covering objective categories. In the final session Dr. Murali Mohana N gave

lecture on “Communication and Language Skills”.

In the first session of the final day of the face-to-face mode of workshop, Dr. R. Shakunthala
delivered an in-depth lecture on the topic of Dimensional Problems in Language and Literature.
Then Dr. AR. Muthukkaruppan gave a presentation on IFC, Scoring Procedures, and Question Item
Practice (offline) was executed. Following this, In the Afternoon session, Shri N. Kashyap, Junior
Resource Person-Technical at NTS-I, conducted a technical demonstration on question paper
retrieval and online question item input. He provided practical guidance on how participants can

record online question items.

The academic sessions of the workshop have successfully concluded. During these sessions,
participants engaged in personalized interactions with Resource Persons, who introduced innovative
concepts and demonstrated practical implementation methods. These interactions inspired

participants to explore the ideas further through independent study.

The workshop welcomed forty-four Assistant Teachers, Assistant Professors, and research scholars
specialising in Tamil language and literature from various schools and University, colleges in and

around the Erode district.

The valedictory session (Face-to-face mode) of this workshop was held in the afternoon of the third




day, i.e., on December 20, 2024. Dr. AR. Muthukkaruppan welcomed the guests and participants.
Six participants of the workshop gave their feedback at the beginning of the session, sharing their
individual opinions regarding the workshop. Following this, Dr. Murali Mohana N. presented the
workshop report. On this occasion Dr. L.R. Prem Kumar, Officer in-charge, NTS-I chaired the
session. In his presidential remarks, he provided an overview of CIIL's various initiatives and

programs and the opportunities for the teachers and language lovers.

In her valedictory address, Prof. T. Malliga, Principal of Vellalar College of Education, Thindal,
Erode shared insightful anecdotes about Tholkapiyar, illustrating how such historical examples can
inspire teachers to equip themselves through training programs like this. He also reflected on his
experiences in setting and evaluating examination papers. The session was moderated by Mrs. Vijhi,
B.Ed. Faculty,Vellalar College of Education and Dr. N. Sridhar, the local coordinator of the
workshop, delivered the vote of thanks.

During the face-to-face sessions of this workshop Shri C. Prasad, MTS, NTS-I, attended the event

and handled all the miscellaneous tasks related to the workshop.

Each participant was tasked with submitting a total of 100 question items, comprising 50 objective
questions and 50 subjective questions. As a result, the participants collectively generated an
impressive total of 4565 question items through the Tamil online platform.
