Regional Language(Tamil):
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English: Summary of the programme:

The National Testing Service - India (NTS-I) of the Central Institute of Indian Languages (CIIL), Mysuru
organized a six-day training-cum-workshop on Testing and Evaluation and Item Writing Practice in Tamil (Hybrid
Mode), in collaboration with the Department of Tamil at Bishop Heber College, Tiruchirappalli, Tamil Nadu.

On the forenoon of September 23rd, 2024, Monday, the inaugural ceremony of the training-cum-workshop took
place at the Prof. Swamiraj Auditorium of Bishop Heber College in Tiruchirappalli. Dr. M. Jyothilakshmi,
Associate Professor, and Dr. Muneesh Moorthy, Assistant Professor of Tamil from the Department of Tamil,
served as local coordinators for the workshop. They warmly welcomed the guests and participants, setting a
positive tone for the event.

Dr. P. Rajkumar, Head of the Department of Tamil at Bishop Heber College, chaired the inaugural session of the
workshop. In his presidential remarks, he emphasized that teaching should be viewed as a social activity. He
stressed that a language teacher's dedication must be evident in their teaching practices to foster learner autonomy
and instigate positive attitudinal changes within the student community. Additionally, he noted that when
designing question papers, teachers need to go beyond knowledge; they should continually seek to deepen their
understanding and expertise.

In his inaugural address, Dr. Pankaj Dwivedi, Assistant Director, CIIL and Officer in Charge of NTS-I, spoke
passionately to the participants about the vital importance of skill development among educators. He underscored
the necessity of meticulously assessing students’ abilities, advocating for innovative practices in both teacher
education and evaluation systems. Dr. Dwivedi emphasized that teacher education is not merely a phase but a
continuous journey that spans from primary education to advanced research, embodying the principles of lifelong
learning. In light of the rapid advancements in artificial intelligence within the educational landscape, he urged
educators to fully embrace these technological innovations in language teaching, leveraging them to enhance their
effectiveness and better serve their students.

After this, Dr. R. Shakunthala, Resource Person (Academic), NTS-I, delivered the vote of thanks to the guests and
participants. The 11 academic sessions of this offline mode training-cum-workshop are specifically designed to
align with the mission statement of NTS-I, which aims "to meet the evaluation requirements of the country for
academic auditing and quality maintenance."

In the first session after the inaugural ceremony of the workshop, Dr. Shakunthala gave a lecture on the Basic
concepts of Testing and Evaluation. In the second session held after the lunch break, Dr. Rajkumar faculty of St.
Paul College of Education, Devakottai gave a presentation on Taxonomy of Educational Objectives. In the
concluding session of the first day, the topic of Communication and Language Skills was handled by Dr. Murali
Mohana N., Officer (General), NTS-I with this, the first day's sessions concluded with the delivery of remarks.

On the second day of the training workshop, Tuesday, September 24th, at 10 a.m., Dr. Jyothilakshmi, Associate
Professor in the Department of Tamil at Bishop Heber College and the local coordinator for the workshop,
delivered an insightful lecture on the aspects of the Tamil language in relation to the General Frame of Reference.
In the second session, Dr. Muneesh Moorthy, Assistant Professor of Tamil at the same department, presented a
thought-provoking lecture on the aspects of Tamil literature within the framework of GFR. Following the lunch
break, Dr. AR. Muthukaruppan, JRP-Tamil, NTS-I led a session focused on item types, covering both objective
and subjective categories.

In the first session of the final day of the face-to-face mode of workshop, Shri K.S. Raghavan, Junior Resource
Person-Technical at NTS-I, conducted a technical demonstration on question paper retrieval and online question
item input. He provided practical guidance on how participants can record online question items. Following this,
Dr. R. Shakunthala delivered an in-depth lecture on the topic of Dimensional Problems in Language and Literature.
In the Afternoon session, Dr. AR. Muthukkaruppan gave a presentation on IFC, Scoring Procedures, and Question
Item Practice (offline) was executed.

The academic sessions of the workshop have successfully concluded. Throughout these sessions, participants had
the opportunity for individualized interactions with the Resource Persons. These experts introduced innovative
concepts that encouraged participants to explore these ideas further independently, while also demonstrating
practical methods for implementation. During the face-to-face sessions of this workshop Shri C. Mahadevaswamy,
MTS, NTS-I, attended the event and handled all the miscellaneous tasks related to the workshop.

The valedictory session (Face-to-face mode) of this workshop was held in the afternoon of the third day, i.e., on
September 25, 2024. Dr. AR. Muthukkaruppan welcomed the guests and participants. Some of the participants
gave their feedback at the beginning of the session, sharing their individual opinions regarding the workshop.
Following this, Dr. Murali Mohana N. presented the workshop report. On this occasion Dr. Pankaj Dwivedi,
Officer in-charge, NTS-I chaired the session. In his presidential remarks, he emphasized the importance of
applying the concepts discussed in the workshop. He urged teachers and research scholars to integrate these
insights into their professional practices, enhancing both their teaching and research endeavors.

In his valedictory address, Dr. P. Rajkumar, Head of the Department of Tamil at Bishop Heber College, shared
insightful anecdotes about Tholkapiyar, illustrating how such historical examples can inspire teachers to equip




themselves through training programs like this. He also reflected on his experiences in setting and evaluating
examination papers. The session was moderated by Dr. Muneeshmoorthy, and Dr. M. Jyothilakshmi, the local
coordinator of the workshop, delivered the vote of thanks.

The workshop saw the participation of forty-nine Tamil Assistant Professors and research scholars engaged in
teaching and research in Tamil language and literature from various colleges in and around the Tiruchirappalli
district. Each participant was tasked with submitting a total of 100 question items, comprising 50 objective
questions and 50 subjective questions. As a result, the participants collectively generated an impressive total of
5560 question items through the Tamil online platform.

The staff members of the National Testing Service-India Shri Ancy Thomas, Shri B.M. Lingaraj, Smt. Uma
Maheshwari, Smt. Hayat Afza, Kumari K. Lepakshi, Smt. Vishalini, Shri Mohammad Ibrahim, Shri Mothilal, and
Shri Prasad C. played a vital role in the success of this training workshop. They were responsible for a variety of
tasks, including providing information on the NTS-I website, managing library resources, handling
correspondence, preparing attendance certificates and accounts, designing banners, and ensuring necessary
logistical support.
