Dr. Aruna Priya, Chairperson welcomed the gathering and inaugurated the function and she also
reminded the importance of the workshop. Subsequently, the Chief Guest of this programme Honorable Prof.
D. Uma Maheshwara Rao, University of Hyderabad (Retd.) in his key note address said that language
development will happen only when the gaps between the home language and the class language are removed.
He also said that along with respect for the mother tongue, the use of the mother tongue on the Internet will
make learning easier. Dr. M. Narayana Reddy, Resource Person, National Testing Service-India, Central
Institute of Indian Language explained the aims and objectives of the workshop. Honorable Prof. Khaja Althaf
Hussain, Vice Chancellor, Mahatma Gandhi University in his presidential address he said that through the tool
of language, there is an opportunity for social innovation. Mahatma Gandhi University Dean, Faculty of Arts
Prof. Koppula Anji Reddy, subject experts Dr. Weldandi Sridhar, Dr. Bhujanga Reddy, Dr. Narayana Reddy
and others presided over the programme. For the first three days theoretical sessions were conducted by the
above mentioned experts and NTS-I faculty Dr. M. Narayana Reddy, CESCT faculty Dr. Ravi Babu.
Participants were trained on how to write and input Telugu question items for the next three days. The
participants were asked to prepare 100 question items each in Telugu language & literature in online IFC

format. Later, in the next three days they inputted the 100 question items through online and some of them
inputted more than that.
