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Summary of the Programme (Regional Language and English)
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The Training-cum-workshop on Testing & Evaluation and Question Item Writing in Telugu organized by the
National Testing Service-India of the Central Institute of Indian Languages and coordinated by the Telugu Department of
Siddhartha College, began on Monday at the Webinar Hall of the Siddhartha College of Arts and Science, Vijayawada.
Dr. Sasri, Chairman welcomed the gathering and inaugurated the function and he also reminded the importance of the
workshop. Subsequently, the Chief Guest of this programme Honorable Joint Secretary of Siddhartha Academy,
Nimmagadda Lalitha Prasad, in his key note address said that the language and culture are the racial creatures of nation
and in the context of globalization, everyone should become a master of another language in addition to their mother
tongue.
